the full product name of the pesticide to be used and
the purpose of the use, clearly setting out what pest or pests are being treated and
the proposed date/s or date range of the pesticide use and
the places where the pesticide is to be used and
contact telephone number and email address of the council officer who people can contact to discuss the notice and
any warnings regarding re-entry to or use of the place, if specified on the pesticide product label or the APVMA[footnoteRef:2] permit. [2:  The Australian Pesticides and Veterinary Medicines Authority (APVMA), the national government body responsible for assessing and registering (or otherwise approving) all pesticide products in Australia and for their regulation up to and including the point of retail sale.]
